Coach of the Year:
The Masters Swimming Queensland Coach of the Year Award provides the opportunity to recognise the valuable contribution that coaches have made to Masters Swimming Queensland from January to December 2023. 
MSQ must receive this nomination, which will be considered by the BMB. MSQ will award the successful nominee as the MSQ Coach of the Year, and also submit the application to MSA for consideration by the MSA Board for the National Coaching Award. 
Clubs are invited to nominate an individual for their valuable contribution to our sport during the past year.  
To be eligible for consideration:
· Nominees must have made an outstanding contribution in coaching and/or towards the development of coaching at Club, State and/or National level;
· All sections of the nomination form must be complete;
· Nominees must meet all of the minimum criteria (as set out in Part C) and provide all requested evidence (as set out in Part E);
· Nominations must be endorsed by their Club;
· Nominees must be a member of MSQ/MSA;
· The nominee is NOT to be nominated for either the MSQ Official or Volunteer of the Year Awards for the same year;
· Nominations must be received by the MSQ office no later than 15 January 2024 to be eligible for consideration.
Selection Process:
The Queensland Branch Management Board (BMB) will review the nominations and select a winner.  Any person who is a nominee cannot participate in the selection process.
The winner will be announced at the State Championships Presentation function and be presented with a trophy to be retained outright.  
Notes for “Coach of the Year Nominations:
Coaches at all levels within Masters Swimming are eligible. Coach of the Year may be a high profile coach with elite competition level squads and high performance swimmers. Other equally committed and skilled coaches make very significant contributions/applications in different ways to masters swimming. The selection panel makes their decision based on the overall merits of the individual nominees.
